FINANCE REPORT:  Secretary Reinhardt said the cash balance on June 30th was $110,020.00.  This was $10,413.44 less than last year; however; there is a receivable of $6,360.00 for a payment from the Intercap Loan.  The receivables for fuel sales were $30,789.95.  That is $3,700.00 more than last year.  With the receivables added to the actual revenue for fuel, fuel sales were $501,123.85.  That is $68,876.15 less than the budget estimate.

June Airport Operations:

New LED lights have been installed in the Commercial Hangar. When we are able to access the Martin hangar those lights will be replaced as well.

New air compressor has been ordered. Outlets for the compressor have been installed in the Commercial Hangar and Snow Removal Building.

Construction has been slowed due to the rain. Century has taken most of the week off. They plan to return to work on Thursday if the weather is good and the haul road is usable.

The construction delay has pushed the final runway painting to mid September. Final paint has to be at least 30 days after the last of the asphalt has been placed.

Fuel Farm Construction: The cabinets and fuel tanks are scheduled to be shipped from the manufacturer on July 15. Everything gets shipped to O’Day plant in Fargo where it will be assembled then shipped to Glasgow. 

Additional soil samples were taken by Cam Shipp for the DEQ. DEQ wanted the additional samples to test for lead in the soil. DEQ said that they would not hold up our construction projects.
