FINANCE REPORT

The income for March was $48,269.96 and expenses were $39,056.80.

The bill from Loomacres is $21,125.72 and the cash balance in Fund  4050 is $20,834.86. $290.86 has to be transferred from Fund 2170 to Fund 4050.  When we receive the grant of $1,921.00 from the Montana Aeronautics Division, the money will be put back into Fund 2170.

There is 71% of the budget left. Secretary Reinhardt did a projection of revenue and expenses for the rest of this fiscal year.  She anticipates that the expenses will be approximately $5,000.00 more than the revenue.

FUEL SALES REPORT

In March, 3,146.2 gallons of 100LL were sold = $14,661.30 and 5,902 gallons of Jet A fuel were sold = $22,722.70.  Other revenue generated was $810.00 for service calls and $300.00 in transient rent.

REPORTS

MANAGER’S REPORT -  Airport flight operations for March: 440

Lucas requested estimates for repairing the fuel line or replacing the fuel line from Northwest Fuel Systems, O’Day Equipment and Marketing Specialties.  He has received a quote from Marketing Specialties.

According to O’Day the state will not allow a plastic pipe to be inserted into the metal pipe because the outside of the plastic pipe is not rated to be in contact with petroleum products.

Sam Fallang moved into the space previously occupied by Mike Saindon in the Bumpless Hangar.

Chuck Vizina is sending a crew around April 22nd to remove the wings from his airplane and he will have the plane trucked out.

Mike Perez, owner of Reyling’s Cessna 150, plans to remove the wings from the plane and truck it out at the end of the month.  
Glasgow Headstart brought 19 kids to tour the airport on Tuesday, April 14, 2015.

FAA is having a Safety Seminar at the airport on Monday, April 20th at 6:30 p.m.

There is an Essential Air Service Meeting in Billings on April 29, 2015 at 10:00.  Must RSVP by April 20.

Montana Aeronautics is doing an audit for fiscal year 2012/13.  They will be here at the end April.

Rick Seiler found a bat wing mower in Helena.  It is either a 10 or 12 foot mower.  It is surplus equipment from the Department of Transportation and needs a PTO shaft.   DOT wants $500.00 and we would have to go get it.  Rick is going to get some pictures and more information.  Lucas will check on the price of a PTO shaft.

CAPE AIR REPORT – Cape Air has been cancelling flights because they are short of pilots.  In March, 4 flights were cancelled.  
LOOMACRES WILFLIFE REPORT – Project is completed.  There were 4 onsite surveys done by Loomacres personnel in March. Flocking birds were the most commonly observed and waterfowl were the second most commonly observed.  Multiple sharp-tailed grouse were also seen.

 RPA REPORT – Lance Bowser sent an email saying that the wildlife survey would soon be complete.  Loomacres will develop a mitigation plan and recommendations.

The FAA grant applications are due by June 30, 2015.  Getting the taxiway/taxilanes reconstructed is necessary prior to any ability for an FAA funded fuel system.  

OLD BUSINESS
SELECTION OF ENGINEERING FIRM – Chairman Kristie Brabeck asked for discussion prior to selecting an engineering firm.  Paul Koski said that Morrison-Maierle came with a presentation for a fuel farm because they know we need one.  DOWL wants more airports in Montana and would make Glasgow a priority.

Kristie said that we don’t have to stay with a firm for 5 years as it can be put in the contract that either party may cancel the contract.

After further discussion, a motion was made by Russell Leader and seconded by Paul Koski to recommend DOWL as the engineering firm to the County Commissioners.  Motion carried.  Kristie will send an email to the County Commissioners informing them of the Commission’s decision.  C.C. Tweten said the approval of an engineering firm was on the agenda for Wed., April 15.

Kristie will call Morrison-Maierle, RPA and DOWL.  Secretary Reinhardt will send letters to all the firms that sent “Bids for Qualifications”.
FUEL FARM LEAK – DEQ has requested information from Bob Waller of Environmental Resources Management, Inc.  County Commissioner Tweten said the report is being submitted to the DEQ.

Lucas presented the bid proposal from Marketing Specialties.  It would be $16,381.00 to repair the existing steel pipe and $41,514.00 to replace the entire pipe with double-wall piping.

The Board discussed the feasibility of just repair the existing line.  There is a concern that it may break in a different place.   Russell Leader suggested abandoning the line and moving the island filtering system to the fuel farm.

Lucas said that he had contacted Breezy.  There is an AV gas truck in Missoula that we could use until the fire season as a back-up.  We would have to go get the truck and take it back.

The meter on the fuel trailer has to be certified.  Lucas said that it says “not to use to be used to fuel airplanes”.
C.C. Tweten said all three commissioners realize that the fuel system needs to be fixed so the airport can keep operating.

Kristie asked about an intercap loan for the fuel farm.

It was decided to visit with DOWL for ideas on how to solve the fueling system issue.

NEW BUSINESS
Jayson Nelson reported that he rolled the runways at Opheim.  He said there is a divot at the spot where the airplanes touchdown that needs to be filled.  He said it would take a belly dump of material to fill the divot.

Kristie asked C.C. Tweten if the Road Department could take some dirt up the next time they have to go to Opheim.  C.C. Tweten said he would talk to Todd.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:40 p.m.
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
