Meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Russell Leader.

The meeting was opened with comments from Doug Allie.  Mr. Allie said he is not willing to pay $10,500.00 to redo the approach from the taxiway to his hangar.  He wondered if the County could pay for the project and be reimbursed over a number of years.  C.C. Tweten did not believe the County could legally do that.

Lanny Hanson said he felt it was up to the County to fix the approach much like a homeowner fixes his property.  The problem is that financially the County doesn’t have the money and the FAA won’t pay to do approaches to private hangars.
Doug wondered if it could be done cheaper.  Lucas Locke said the $10,500.00 includes taking out 18 inches of base, putting in new base and bringing the approach up to taxiway standards.  Another option is to do a strip 20 feet by 11 feet with the 18 inches of new base and asphalt.  The rest of the approach would be scrapped down 3 inches, top soil put down and the area put to grass.  This would cost about $2,000.00.  The FAA will pay for the removal of the old asphalt as FOD prevention.
Doug said that concrete is $2500.00 for a 20ft by 20 ft area.  He did not know if that included removal of the old asphalt.  
Russell Leader suggested doing the 20 ft by 12 ft strip.  The County would pay up to the footprint of the lease and the hangar owner would be responsible for 7.5 feet.

C.C. Tweten said the County Commissioners are not in favor of spending $21,000.00 on two approaches.  However, they may be willing to do the $2,000.00.  He will bring it up for discussion on Tuesday, June 28.
Lanny said that his approach is fine and he opted out of doing anything.

Meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.  Airport Commission and Doug Allie went out to look at his approach.
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
