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JUNE 3, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, member David Reinhardt and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 
Commissioner Peterson is out of the State of Montana this week.
Merle and Dianna Frantz, Ron Frantz and Anthony Drouin, all of St. Marie joined the meeting.
Merle Frantz said that Valley County has a pile of asphalt fines at the Airport, and asked what the plans were for them because they need to repair the roads at St. Marie and could use them for repairs if the County was willing.  
Chairman Pippin said that those fines are for a road project, but they have other piles of that material that the County could possibly sell to them as surplus property.  He said he would discuss their request with the other Commissioners.  Discussion followed.

Ron Frantz asked how the County is involved with the St. Marie streets.

Chairman Pippin said that Valley County has no responsibility for the streets in St. Marie.  He said that St. Marie is like its own subdivision and they should develop a Road District to maintain the streets there.  Discussion followed.

Ron Frantz said that they are having a problem with the water district in St. Marie because they  want a deposit of about $10,000 to get the water hooked up to the houses they are trying to refurbish.  He said that they at least would like to get the water hydrants hooked up for safety purposes.
Chairman Pippin told them that the North Valley County Water District is not affiliated with Valley County and has a standalone Board, and the Commissioners have nothing to do with their decisions.  He suggested they check with Dry Prairie to see if they would be interested in bringing water into this area if they could not work something out with the North Valley County Water District.  Discussion followed.
Merle Frantz asked if the Commissioners were familiar with the Town House concept which is what they will be implementing with their new properties at St. Marie.  Discussion followed.
Commissioner Reinhardt joined the meeting.

Merle Frantz asked the Commissioners if René Clampitt, Planner/Dispatch Supervisor, has signed off on their new St. Marie Plat, and would the Commissioners agree and sign off.  

Chairman Pippin said that this new plat would also have to be approved by Nick Murnion, Valley County Attorney, before the Commissioners would sign off. 

Merle Frantz said they were planning on visiting with Mr. Murnion after this meeting. 

Chairman Pippin said that the only reason the County has any interest in St. Marie, and are share holders, was to protect the County's interests to collect county taxes when St. Marie Development Corporation went through the bankruptcy years ago.  The Judge gave Valley County some shares to compensate for the county taxes that were due.  

The group left the office. 

Chairman Pippin left the office.

Harry Ratzky visited with Commissioner Reinhardt about the cost increase on the monthly travel pass for the Valley County Transit.  Mr. Ratzky said it was targeting the elderly because it is those people who use the Valley County Transit the most.  He said he wanted to submit a formal complaint.  

Commissioner Reinhardt told Mr. Ratzky that he would relay his complaint to the other Commissioners and Colleen Pankratz, Valley County Transit Supervisor. 

Mr. Ratzky left the office.

Glen Meier, Valley County Sheriff, informed the Commissioners that the 2006 Ford Explorer that was taken to Hi-Line Ford with transmission trouble needs to have the transmission replaced at an approximate cost of $3,500.  Discussion followed.
The meeting was adjourned at 11:30 a.m.

Lynne Nyquist, Valley County Clerk and Recorder, visited with the Commissioners about her concern with the lack of funds in the Long Run Fire Department and the Museum's budgets. 

Chairman Pippin began Discussion and Decision at 10:30 a.m. 

There was no public comment submitted.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute a Notice of Employment for Jacob Knaff as a temporary, full-time junk vehicle operator for the Road Department beginning May 21, 2013, at $17.73 per hour.   The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it passed.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute a Notice of Employment for Wayne Shipp as a Deputy Sheriff for the Sheriff's Office changing his budget source to the Fort Peck LEC Contract beginning May 24, 2013.   The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it passed.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute a Notice of Employment for Wayne Shipp as a Deputy Sheriff for the Sheriff's Office changing his budget source from the Fort Peck LEC to the Sheriff's budget effective June 1, 2013.   The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it passed.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt authorizing the Chairman to execute a Notice of Employment for Chad Matthew Remmich as a Deputy Sheriff for the Sheriff's Office changing his budget source to the Fort Peck LEC Contract beginning June 2, 2013.   The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it passed.

The next item on the agenda is the appointment of the Hinsdale Volunteer Firemen.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt to appoint Drake M. Molina and Levi S. Lacock as Hinsdale volunteer Firemen.   The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and the motion carried.
The Valley County Right-of-Way Applications was the next item on the agenda. 
After some review of the applications it was determined that Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, needed to look at the applications and approve them before the Commissioners would make any decisions, so no action will be taken at this time on the Right-of-Way Applications. 

The Kirkwood Estates Subdivision update was the next item on the agenda.
Commissioner Reinhardt said he had asked to have this put on the agenda because they have not heard anything regarding this issue and maybe the Commissioners should send a letter telling them that there has been no response from them regarding the issues that the Planning Board had which need to be addressed before final approval.  

Chairman Pippin said he favored sending them a letter regarding the issues.  

After some discussion it was agreed that a letter will be sent to the Kirkland Estates referencing the issues that the Planning Board needs addressed before the final plat can be signed.  

The State Application for the use of gravel was the next item on the agenda.
Chairman Pippin said we have an application permit to the Department of Interior, Bureau of Land Management (BLM) requesting permission to use the sand and gravel on their land. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt directing the Chairman to sign a Free Use Application and Permit Form for Vegetative and Mineral Material between the Valley County Road Department and the U.S. Department of the Interior BLM to use approximately 300,000 cubic yards of sand and gravel located in the Southwest Quarter of the Northwest Quarter, Section 17 and the Southeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter, Section 18, Township 32 North, Range 36 East.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it passed. 

Chairman Pippin said that Vickie Bell, Health Department Coordinator,  dropped off the documents for her Immunization Program. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt directing the Chairman to sign the CFDA #93.539, Task Order #14-07-4-31-184-0 to Valley County Unified Government Master Contract That Covers the Period of July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2019, for the Immunization Program.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Pippin and it carried.
Rob and Brandon Brunelle, Long Run Firemen, and Bob Hanson, Long Run Fire Department Chief, joined the meeting to discuss Long Run's budget.

Chairman Pippin said that the Long Run budget is currently about $15,000 short and Dan Carney, Fire Marshall, dropped off another claim for about $6,000 and the Firemen questioned what the claim from Mr. Carney was.

Lynne Nyquist, Valley County Clerk and Recorder, joined the meeting and said that Workman's Comp for the firemen was going up $30 per volunteer.  She said the new cost is $12,868 for the year and she left the office.  Discussion followed.

Rob Brunelle passed out a copy of their budget, as of April 30th, to discuss and said he did not have any claims or expenses for May.  The group reviewed the budget and the expenditures. He said that they had budgeted $20,000 for grant revenue but only received $7,000, so there was $13,000 that was overspent that was never reimbursed. Discussion followed.

Rob Brunelle said they had 98 fires this past year so the fuel cost is up, and they are over in their fuel budget by $185 as of the end of April.  He said that Long Run has used $8,663 in fuel and out of that total Fire Warden Carney has his own fuel card and he spent $790 chasing fires. He said the biggest expense this year was maintenance and that was high because the outlying departments spent $7,500 on repairs which included a rebuilt motor in a truck in addition to a clutch replaced and a transmission. Long Run had repairs too, and it just costs money to keep the trucks serviced and fixed after all the wear and tear on the equipment. He said that they travel some pretty rough terrain when they are fighting fire which is very hard on equipment.  Discussion followed.

Chairman Pippin summarized the budget with the facts that Long Run's total budget expenditures was $31,000, with $7,700 going out to outlying fire departments and the local department spending $23,000.  Discussion followed.

Rob Brunelle said that they get a lot of free equipment, but by the time Long Run gets this equipment it is run down and they have to put money into it to get it in good working order.  He said that the firemen put in a lot of volunteer hours and they don't feel like they can ask them to donate more time servicing and working on the trucks.  

Brandon Brunelle said that they pay to have the trucks repaired so they work when they are needed and in safe condition for the volunteers to drive.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Hanson reviewed some other additional maintenance issues that may come up in the future and he said it is very difficult to budget for those expenses.  

Commissioner Reinhardt questioned whether they needed to have all that equipment and then maintain it at a high cost.  Discussion followed. 

Chairman Pippin asked about the claim that was submitted by Dan Carney and asked if it would be reimbursed, and the group did not know anything about this claim and how it would be paid.  Brandon Brunelle said they had just recently spoken with Mr. Carney and asked him to keep them informed of any expenses he would have for budgeting purposes. 

Rob Brunelle said that he thought they had already spent the grant money and he was confused what this claim would be for, unless there was another grant they were not aware of.

Rob Brunelle said that the rent for the Taylor Storage building was left out of their budget and that was a cost of $6,100 through April.  

Chairman Pippin said that he felt that the rent they pay to Taylor Storage could be saved from their budget and maybe they could just keep that equipment in cold storage for now.  Discussion followed.

Rob Brunelle said that Long Run does not want to take any operating expenses out of the endowment fund as the Commissioners directed the Clerk & Recorder to do to pay their claims now that their budget is expended.

The Commissioners questioned whether Long Run needed to continue to pay the heating expense on a building in Richland to house one fire truck.  

Rob Brunelle said that if the Commissioners want them to stop paying to heat the building in Richland, then the Commissioners would need to contact those people in Richland and explain to them that they will not have a fire truck to respond in the winter, and their response will come out of Scobey or Opheim to protect their town if one of their houses there should catch on fire in the winter.  Discussion followed.

Chairman Pippin suggested they find someone in the Richland area that would be willing to house the fire truck in the winter in one of their shops as a donation.  

Mr. Hanson said another thing that hurt their budget was that last year's budget was cut $21,000 and they had twice as many fires in this year's budget.

Chairman Pippin said that perhaps Long Run could go to the voters and ask for another mill. However, the problem is the current budget, and we have to come up with a solution to fix this year's budget.  He said that he hates to see Long Run not having any cash reserve to start their next year's budget.  

Mr. Hanson asked if there was PILT money or Local Option Tax money they could use in their budget. He compared some other rural fire budgets in other counties and how they are funded and said some of those counties us PILT money for their budgets.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Hanson said that their SCVA equipment, which allows them to respond to vehicle and structure fires, have to be replaced and they need the funds to replace this equipment in the next year.  He said that Valley County residents and business owners get a lower insurance rate because of Long Run's certification and there will be a significant increase in those insurance rates if Long Run loses their structure fire certification.    Discussion followed. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said that they are going to have to cut somewhere and he questioned whether they needed to have all sixteen SCVA sets replaced, maybe they could get by with fewer sets if they are practical.  He said there may be some other expenses that are not needed such as keeping so many trucks kept in heated storage through the winter.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Hanson said Long Run has a Capital Improvement fund with approximately $20,000 and asked if some of the expenses could be used for that.  Discussion followed.

After some discussion it was agreed that the Commissioners need the exact figures as to what the dollar amount is needed to complete this year's expenditures and see what they can do to help their budget.

Mr. Hanson said that so far they have claims for May that total $4,623.14, in addition to the claim submitted by Dan Carney of around $6,000.  Mr. Brunelle said there is also Worker's Comp expenses too.

Chairman Pippin said that Fire Warden Carney needs to be told that he does not submit a claim that is not approved through Long Run first, so they are aware of the claim for budgeting purposes. 

It was agreed that the Long Run firemen will come up with their total expenses for May and June and come back to the Commissioners with that total so they can decide how they will make it through this budget year. 

The group left the office.  

Commissioner Reinhardt left the office for the day.

Dan Carney, Fire Marshall, visited with Chairman Pippin about a DNRC Grant and the budgeting of that grant. 

The meeting was adjourned at 12:30 p.m.

JUNE 5, 2013

Chairman Pippin was in Miles City today attending the MACo District 1 meeting.  

Commissioner Reinhardt attended the BLM meeting with Glen Meier, Valley County Sheriff, and Vern Buerkle, Valley County Undersheriff, regarding the repairs needed on the Triple Crossing Dam.

Terry Lee, DTM, St. Marie, visited with Commissioner Reinhardt.
Mr. Lee asked if Valley County ever purchases equipment through the Army or State Surplus property program.  

Commissioner Reinhardt said that occasionally that is done. 

Mr. Lee said they will be needing a lot of equipment to maintain the roads at St. Marie and asked if Valley County would consider purchasing some equipment from the State Surplus and then selling it to their group.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Lee said that he and their survey engineer met with René Clampitt, Planner/Dispatch Supervisor, this morning on a plat they are submitting for five condo units at St. Marie.  He said they are resurveying this property to include the dirt around and under each unit.  Mrs. Clampitt told them that she did not believe they had the right to the ownership of the land because of a bankruptcy that was done and told them that they had to follow what the bankruptcy documents stipulated.  Mr. Lee said they are in the process of remodeling these five units and will have them up for sale soon.   Discussion followed.
Mr. Lee asked if the County would be interested in allowing an oil company to come in and drill a test well at St. Marie.  

Commissioner Reinhardt said that he thought they would consider it, just bring in the paperwork and Mr. Lee left the office.
Lee Cornwell visited with Commissioner Reinhardt asking if Valley County would consider selling some of the County grassland they own.  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Reinhardt asked Mr. Cornwell to make a formal request indicating what land he was interested in and Mr. Cornwell left the office.

Mr. Cornwell returned with a book from the Valley County Conservation District showing local land ownership and he donated the book to the Commissioner's Office for future use. 

Commissioner Reinhardt visited with Mr. Cornwell about Long Run's Endowment money and how it should be spent because Mr. Cornwell has donated money to that fund.  Mr. Cornwell said he believed that money was there to subsidize Long Run's budget and expenses.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Cornwell left the office. 

Commissioner Reinhardt left the office to visit with Nick Murnion, Valley County Attorney, regarding the sale of county land.
Commissioner Reinhardt returned to the office and said that Mr. Murnion said the County is not supposed to be in the real estate business and is supposed to make an attempt at selling the property once it is taken by the County. 

JUNE 7, 2013
Peter Fox, and Andy Winstrom from ArcaSearch stopped in and visited with Chairman Pippin about the archiving of the recorded documents in Valley County.

Commissioner Reinhardt joined the meeting. 
Rick Seiler, Valley County DES Coordinator, and Mark Gruener, DES District 6 Representative joined the meeting to discuss the flooding being done in Valley County.
Glasgow Mayor Dan Carney joined the meeting to get some direction for the City regarding this disaster.

Mr. Gruener said that a FEMA Team will be in the State of Montana to review the areas and access the flood damages.  Even though Valley County is not going to ask for any additional funds through a disaster mill, the County needs to declare an emergency to collect any FEMA or State DES funds that may become available.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Seiler said that currently the flooding costs for Valley County is at $126,000.  He has asked Mr. Gruener to request the assistance of the Corps of Engineer to provide their Crisafulli pumps for the County to use in case there is heavy rainfall sustained over the weekend, as the weather forecast is predicting more rain.  He said the forecast is not predicting it to be heavy rain, but that could change. 
Mr. Gruener said that Valley County will need to declare Valley County as a disaster due to flooding through a resolution and send that to the State DES office. He said the Governor has already declared a disaster in fifteen counties in the State of Montana due to heavy rainfall, and Valley County is included as one of those counties.  Discussion followed.
Commissioner Reinhardt said that he did not want to levy the two mills for the disaster because there are still funds in that budget and Mr. Seiler agreed that it was not necessary to do the emergency levy, but to get the County declared as a disaster so they can apply for FEMA help.
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt to execute the following Resolution, seconded by Chairman Pippin and it passed: 
RESOLUTION NO. 14-2013
COUNTY DISASTER RESOLUTION -  FLOODING

WHEREAS, on May 31, 2013, an intense thunderstorm resulted in widespread flooding in Valley County; and,

WHEREAS, the floodwaters damaged Valley County Roads and other infrastructure; and, 

WHEREAS, preliminary damage estimates indicate that repairs cannot be accomplished using existing road maintenance funding,

WHEREAS, flood waters in the Milk River in Valley County continues to rise and further damage appears imminent;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE Valley County Commissioners that a disaster is hereby declared pursuant to Section 10-3-403, MCA because expenditures for infrastructure repairs will be beyond the financial capability of the County.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that necessary repairs for the Valley County infrastructure be funded using financial resources presently available in the Road Fund #2110, Disaster Account #430248.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that copies of this resolution be filed with the Valley County Clerk and Recorder, Valley County Assessor and the Montana Disaster and Emergency Services Division in Helena.

Jayme Branson visited with Chairman Pippin about the changes they have made on the phone system and the long distance service.  
JUNE 7, 2013

Chairman Pippin was in the office for a while in the morning.

JUNE 10, 2013

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, members Bruce H. Peterson and David Reinhardt and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson to pay Brown Construction $1,470.00 out of County Building, Local Option Tax funds, to assist with the roof repair at the Historical Museum as agreed in April.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and passed unanimously.

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, members Bruce H. Peterson and David Reinhardt and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 

Jon Bengochea, United Insurance and Greg Jackson, JPIA/JPA Trust Administrator joined the meeting.
Chairman Pippin asked Mr. Jackson about the Worker's Compensation coverage on volunteer firemen and Mr. Jackson said that the cost per person is going up this year from $100 to possibly $140.  He reviewed their calculation method and their flat rate. 

Mr. Jackson said he wanted to inform the Commissioners that MACo has contracted Valuation Northwest to go to each of their counties and review all insured buildings, and access the value to verify that each county has all their properties correctly insured.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Jackson reviewed the 2013-2014 costs and expected premiums.  He explained that there are some possible loss control training classes that will give county attendees credits for a loss control refund to the county.  

Mr. Jackson said that the JPIA Trustees have not finalized the coverage for cyber liability and he explained the various options that they are looking at for this issue.  They have to decide if it will be included in the policy or as a standalone coverage.  He said the State of Montana is averaging over two million attempts per day at breaching their security from various sources.  Discussion followed.
Commissioner Reinhardt joined the meeting.
Mr. Jackson reviewed Valley County's past liability claims, and how they affect the premiums.  He said the Trustees increased the Liability Loss Fund (LLF) by 4% to all members. This increase was added to each premium and then it is adjusted by the member County's five year loss ratio average.  He said Valley County's loss ratio average, based on five years' losses, is at 8%, which is an excellent rate.  He said because we had such a good loss ratio, the premium increase was deducted by 4% which eliminated any substantial increase in premium, making our premium increase the LLF 4% increase only.  He said the average increase was 6.5% per member, and Valley County is at 4%.  The LLF premium increased from $108,559 to $108,668.   Discussion followed.
Mr. Jackson reviewed the Property Loss Fund and said the premium rate increased from $18,824 to $22,823.  He said most property loss claims are from law enforcement vehicles and then the next would probably be from road departments causing damage to other vehicles.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Jackson said the Boiler Machinery and Equipment Breakdown coverage is the most under used coverage.  He said if there is any damage from the breakdown of a boiler or generator, or some equipment that breaks down and then causes damage.  He said this also includes machinery breakdown from wear and tear.  Keep this coverage in mind even though the deductible always applies. 
The Liability Premium (Bond) is the same as the past, $7,431.  This is the bond payment and it stays the same unless the Trustee Board decides to pay the bonds off earlier than scheduled.  Discussion followed.
The Reinsurance Premium, which is the fee for the excessive claims over $500,000, stayed the same as last year, $14,541.   Discussion followed.

The Property Excess Premium went from $30,140 to $31,936, this is for claims that exceed the limit of the property.  The reevaluation of the County's property will set those property limits.  He said that the increase in premiums due to the reevaluation of property will be spread out amongst all the counties until all the property increases are completed. The local County will be responsible for 1/3 of the cost of their premium increase due to the increase of their property value.  The other two thirds will be spread out to the remainder of the county members.  This will eliminate such a large impact on any one county.  He said they are finding about an average of a 30% increase in property values. Part of this increase is due to counties not having property on their schedules that should be listed.  He said that if there is a building found that is not listed on a county's insurance schedule, they are given three options.  Insure the new location at the appraised, or replacement value.  Two, insure it at a stated value, or three no coverage.    Discussion followed. 
Mr. Jackson said that the reevaluation will be done every five years and Norwest Evaluation will send the counties a copy of their findings and MACo would like those counties to review the list and complete a report stating how the county wants each property insured.  

Chairman Pippin said he thought that Valuations Northwest was here just recently doing those reevaluations on Valley County.  

Mr. Jackson said the administration fees went up from $34, 712 to $37,636, making Valley County's total premium for 3013-14 $223,035.  The overall increase was 4%.  
Mr. Jackson reviewed some training that MACo will be providing.  He said they are sponsoring a class for County Attorneys  that is very beneficial to them and they will also qualify for loss control credits.  
Mr. Jackson said MACo is still working on the jail standards and want to get the standards set before the State of Montana steps in and wants to mandate standards. He said jails are a major exposure for counties and 38 of their 48 counties operate some sort of jail. Discussion followed.
Mr. Jackson reviewed the Worker's Compensation loss control schedule and the rates and some of the changes in the law.

Mr. Jackson said he wanted to make sure that the counties were aware that if a Department of Natural Resources and Conservation (DNRC) truck goes to a county fire company, and there is no worker's comp coverage for their volunteers, then the county is liable if there is any injury to the volunteer using the DNRC truck.  The DNRC agreement requires that all volunteers using a DNRC truck must have work comp coverage.  He said the DNRC will be taking trucks back if there is no certification of workers compensation for that county where the trucks are located.  
Chairman Pippin said that Valley County does provide workers comp for all firemen and the fire department had informed the Commissioners of that requirement just recently.  
Chairman Pippin asked about the liability involved with the housing of animals at the fairgrounds.  

Mr. Jackson said it would be important to have the owner sign off on an agreement that says they will hold the County harmless of any liability while their animals are being housed on County property.  He said a waiver does not stand up in court, but a hold harmless document has held up in the courts.  Discussion followed.
Norm Girard joined the meeting and asked how the property value is established for museum property, because quite often it is irreplaceable.  

Mr. Jackson said typically museums set their own value based on what the owner requests if the property is on loan.  He said it is most important that a list be sent to MACo so they are aware that it is there.  He said as long as MACo has a list of the property and its value, it will be insured. 
Mr. Girard said that there is property in the museum that is on loan to the museum and really does not belong to them, is that still covered under the County's insurance if something is stolen or damaged. 

Mr. Jackson said that the property is insured as long as it is listed even though it may belong to someone else.  If the property is stolen or damaged due to negligence it is covered.  That would be stolen or lost in a fire for example.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Jackson, Mr. Bengochea and Mr. Girard left the office. 
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt, seconded by Commissioner Peterson and carried unanimously to approve the minutes for the month of May, 2013.
Terry Lee and Merle Frantz joined the meeting.

Mr. Frantz said it is their desire to try and get along with everyone but they are having a problem with the Water District at St. Marie.  He said they took Chairman Pippin's advice and contacted Dry Prairie Water and was told by Dry Prairie that they would not look at providing water at St. Marie unless the North Valley County Water District was in agreement to allow that. Mr. Frantz said he understands that the Valley County Commissioners have some say over what the North Valley County Water District can do.

Chairman Pippin said that the North Valley County Water District is their own District and the Valley County Commissioners have no jurisdiction over what the water district does.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Frantz said that the Water District is requiring that they pay $10,000 in old fees, and then a $2,000 hook-up fee for each house to be added and they are currently wanting to hook up seven houses that they are in the process of remodeling and need the water and sewer services.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Frantz submitted a list of St. Marie Units that he was interested in purchasing that are currently in the process of being notified that a Tax Deed may be issued if their taxes are not paid.  Valley County cannot do anything with this property until the County takes it as a Tax Deed.  

Mr. Frantz and Mr. Lee left the office.
A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson to change our long distance services to CentryLink Total Advantage at a cost of $.04 per minute.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and it passed.

Colleen Pankratz, Valley County Transit Supervisor, joined the meeting and reviewed her proposed FY 2013-14 budget with the Commissioners.  
Buddy Cornwell, John Lacey, Shelley Mills, Scott Fossum, Jim Wixon, Kendall Vaughn, Jay Billingsley, Jon Mattfeldt, Dick Cotton, Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, and Paul Tweten, Valley County Road Administrator, joined the meeting.

Chairman Pippin asked the group what they would suggest would be the cure for the flooding on the Billingsley Road area.  
Mr. Lacey said that there is a lot more water coming down than there used to before the bridge was taken out.  He said the Billingsley Road seems to be holding up the water.  

Chairman Pippin asked if they thought more culverts would help.  He said Valley County had a hydrology study done some years ago and it did not indicate more culverts.  He said they have increased the flow of water with the main culvert.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Cotton said he agreed that there is more water backing up since the bridge was removed.  He said they did not get near the water on their property before that.  He saide maybe a bigger culver installed would help.  He said there is a lot of trash material in the creek bed that would help the flow if it was removed.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Cornwell said that at one time the Irrigation District had wanted to clean out the ditch along the highway, remove the cattails, and the highway department and railroad would not allow them to do that. 

Mr. Waarvik said that the State DOT would have to agree to any changes there and the DOT would have to have it engineered before any work was done.  

Mr. Fossum said he thought that the two culverts at the Billingsley Road may need to be bigger because it seems that the water really gets held up there.  
Mr. Billingsley asked what the hydrology report indicated. 

Chairman Pippin the main reason the study was done because we thought the County Road was backing water up over the original Billingsley homestead.  He said he recalled the study indicated to add more culverts but they would need to find the report and review it for sure. 

Mr. Billingsley said he recalled a report that said we haven't even seen a big flood yet and that was in reference to the past ten years which concerns him a lot.  He said it is unbelievable how much water comes down that creek.  He questioned if maybe the angle of the culverts were not accurate to flow water out.  He said he believes the direction of the flow and the speed has changed substantially since the bridge was removed and the water is cutting the old banks severely.  The culvert is not sitting in line with the natural river bed.  
Mr. Waarvik said no matter what you do it is going to continue to cut the bank.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Cornwell asked why there could not be another bridge put in.  
Mr. Waarvik said the cost of a new bridge like the last one, would be $500,000 and that is probably the reason.

Chairman Pippin said that something has to be done, and maybe some culverts would be a good start. 
Mr. Lacey said that they also need to consider how changes in the flow of the water affects the Antelope Creek water rights. If the water is not accessible, it is hard to use the water rights. Discussion followed.
Mr. Cornwell reviewed some of the history with all the changes that have been made and how it affects the river channel.  He said the ditches are set up for irrigation, not flood control.  The water cannot be controlled to manage the flow of water.  The natural flow of the Antelope Creek overflow ends up in the Brazil Creek by the Canal Road Bridge.  Another thing that holds up a lot of water is the irrigation lateral at the Norton place. Discussion followed.
Mr. Waarvik asked if the water ever went out of its bank before the bridge was taken out.
Mr. Cornwell said once in a great while, but not near as often as now. He said in the past years, there have been a variety of obstructions put across the river channel as crossing that slows the flow of the water.

Mr. Billingsley said that they never use to get the water flooding before the bridge was taken out.

Chairman Pippin said that it seems the only solution is to take care of the water where it crosses under the County Road by whatever means, whether it be a big culvert or another bridge.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Cornwell voiced his concern about some diversions to stop the water is going to stop the quantity of water which will eliminate the access to water and they will not be able to use their water rights for irrigating.  That needs to be considered in what they do too.
Chairman Pippin said that he thought the County should contact the group that did the hydrology study and see what can could be done to alleviate the overflow of water.  He said to funding the installation of a new bridge would be very difficult for Valley County, but maybe some culverts would be an option.  We will have to get approval from the Corps of Engineer and that may be a problem, but we need to start with the hydrology study recommendation.  

Mr. Waarvik said it would take a lot of culverts to replace the flow from the old 65 foot bridge. 
Commissioner Reinhardt said that the reason there was not a bridge put back in is because there was not $450,000 available to fund it and the County does not have that money now.  

Mr. Cotton asked how much money has the County spent rebuilding the County Road after each flood. 

Mr. Billingsley said that County Road has been built up a lot over the past years, probably a foot since 2007.  He said there is no way he can drive out the end of his road with the flooding.  He said if that road was a foot or a foot and a half lower, allowing the water to flow, he would be able to get out.  Discussion followed.
Mr. Lacey said that he read in the paper that Valley County got a lot of FEMA money, would there be some left to put that bridge back in. 

Chairman Pippin said that the money paid to the County was to replace damage that was done from the other flooding.  However, the Governor has declared an emergency in fifteen counties this past month and Valley County is one of those Counties and there may be some money available. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said FEMA pays the County back after they have spent the money to fix the damage and they probably wouldn't put a whole new bridge in.  Discussion followed on the disaster declaration and some possibilities.

Mr. Waarvik said it is really tough for the County.  He said he has 30+ bridges that are completely defunct and dropping in a bridge where there wasn't even one would be quite difficult to fund.  

After some discussion it was agreed that the Commissioners will contact the engineer that did the hydrology study and see what could be done.
Terry Archambeault, T&R Trucking, Dora Jean Beil, Refuse District Secretary, Dan Carney, Refuse Board member joined the meeting.

Pursuant to the Call for Proposals published in the local newspaper, Chairman Pippin opened a sealed bid for the roll-off container system operation contract for the Valley County Refuse Disposal District No. 1.  The following bid was the only bid submitted:

Commissioner Reinhardt left the office.

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, phoned Bill Lloyd, Great West Engineering and they had a phone conference to discuss the Billingsley Road issue. 
Lynne Nyquist, Valley County Clerk and Recorder, visited with the Commissioners about Long Run's budget and some grant money that came in. 
The meeting was adjourned at 4:10 p.m.

Dan Carney, Fire Marshall, visited with Chairman Pippin.
Rob and Brandon Brunelle, and Tim Hide Long Run Firemen, and Bob Hanson, Long Run Fire Department Chief, joined the meeting to discuss Long Run's budget.
Rob Brunelle said that the NRCS grants are submitted by Dan Carney, Fire Marshall, and the equipment is inventoried by Mr. Carney.  This equipment is stored at Long Run and is used by local and outlying community fire departments. He said that they budgeted $20,000, but have only received just over 8,600.  He said that often at the end of the budget year the NRCS has money left in their budget and will give out that remaining grant money and Long Run will apply and get more. He said that Mr. Carney said that he believes additional grant money is coming to cover that.  Discussion followed.  
Chairman Pippin said that he believed the Commissioners will pay for that claim out of Local Option Tax and then when the grant money comes in it will go back into Local Option Tax funds.  
Rob Brunelle said that they need to have better track of the grant money coming in and how it is spent. 

Rob Brunelle said that there was a new law taking effect on July 1st this year that says the State of Montana State Lands will appoint local fire wardens, not the local County Commissioners. Discussion followed regarding the Fire Warden position and some of the classes sponsored by that organization.  

Mr. Hanson said that a lot of the equipment that is at Long Run fire departments are DNRC engines.  It is the Fire Warden's responsibility to assure that the equipment is being maintained and if the equipment is taken out of the County to fight fire, it is the Fire Warden's responsibility to make the decision and assure that it is not jeopardizing the fire response for the local County area.  Discussion followed.
Commissioner Reinhardt joined the meeting.  

Chairman Pippin said Dan Carney, Fire Marshall, was in this morning and told him that he had some equipment stored at Long Run and at another location because he couldn't get into the storage at Long Run anymore. 
Rob Brunelle said that the average cost to fight a fire is $1,700.  That means that Long Run's budget should be at least $107,000 and that is only to keep what they have going, not considering any funds for capital improvements.  So far $16,000 has been taken out of the endowment fund for May and there is still claims for part of May and June to be paid.  The question raised at their last meeting with the Commissioners was how much money Long Run will need to finish out the year.  Rob said that he estimated that they will need another $22,000 and a bit more to reimburse what was taken out of their endowment fund. He passed out a copy of his current budget from the Clerk and Recorder and the expenses that are yet to be paid.  

Rob Brunelle said that their goal today was to figure out where they were going to come up with the funds to reimburse their endowment fund and to pay the claims through the end of this budget year. 

Chairman Pippin said that the endowment fund was short $16,000 and there is an additional $6,000 needed for expenses through the end of the year. 
Rob Brunelle said that the $6,000 is just their estimate based on the past claims and if they don't need that much then they would not use it.  The group reviewed the possible expenses yet to come. 

Chairman Pippin said that he would still like the Commissioners to consider paying the Worker's Compensation expenses.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Hanson said that it is required in the DNRC Agreement that anyone that operates a DNRC truck must be covered with Worker's Comp insurance.
Commissioner Peterson said that he was questioning what Lynne Nyquist, Valley County Clerk and Recorder, was saying regarding their current budget and he believed the money was there.  He said that he just printed out the revenue as of today and there is $79,500, indicating that 90% has been collected.  He said Long Run had $15,000 in cash on hand making a total of $94,500.  So far Long Run has spent $87,000 leaving you with a balance of $7,500.  Granted we want you to have a reserve cash balance.  However, he said it seems there is still a balance in this budget. Commissioner Peterson said he still wanted to check with Lynne Nyquist to verify his numbers.  Discussion followed. 

Mr. Hanson said that in the past the Commissioners made the decision that all firefighters, including the outlying areas, have to have a minimum of ten hours training per month or no worker's compensation will be paid on that individual.  He said he doesn't see any documentation on training or fires from the outlying areas. Fort Peck and Nashua firemen come over occasionally and do training with the local department.  He said that he thought that a message should come from the Commissioners that the expense for worker's compensation is being paid by the County and all firemen need to get their required training.  

Mr. Hanson said they appreciate that farmers come out to help, but one of these days the mass chaos is going to get someone severely hurt or a fatality because they aren't trained. 

Rob Brunelle said the firemen do not want any funds taken out of the Firemen's Endowment fund and asked what can be done so that does not happen.  Discussion followed.

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson that all claims for May and June will be paid through the Long Run Endowment Fund, #2703, and that all those May and June expenses paid through Fund #2703, will be reimbursed through PILT Fund #2900, at the end of the budget year. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and passed unanimously.  

Commissioner Peterson asked if the firemen had started setting their budgets for the next fiscal year and Rob Brunelle said no.  

Commissioner Peterson said he wanted to verify that Mr. Hanson had said that if the firemen do not get their required training, than those firemen will not be covered under worker's comp.  Worst case scenario is that some of the outlying firemen will not be covered so they will quit and the outlying departments may have to disband.  Discussion followed. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said that they don't have to come to Glasgow to train so if they do in-house training than that should qualify as training hours. 

Mr. Hide said that there is a form that they are supposed to fill out indicating their training hours and send to the Courthouse.  Discussion followed. 
Chairman Pippin said that the Commissioners could send a letter out to all outlying departments and ask them to synchronize their training with Long Run and send in the documentation on the training hours. 

Rob Brunelle said this is not a State law, but something that was set by the Commissioners several years ago. Discussion followed.

Mr. Hanson said that he is always reminding the outlying fire departments that they have to fill out the fire documentation whenever they report to a fire and get it sent to him so he can send the information to the State because that is how they all get the funding through the State Department of State Lands.   He said the State knows that Long Run is fighting fires with their equipment, but they need the documentation for funding purposes and justify that the fire equipment is needed in this area. 
Chairman Pippin asked if it would be prudent for the Commissioners to say that all DNRC grant equipment must be stored and inventoried out of one location at Long Run giving the Long Run Firemen control of the equipment and the firemen agreed that this would be the best. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said he wanted to know who would be distributing the equipment.  It was agreed that the Fire Warden is supposed to be responsible to distribute the equipment.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Hanson said that they have a van trailer that can be used for this storage and the three Long Run Captains have keys. Discussion followed.
Rob Brunelle said they have other storage units that they could give Mr. Carney a key to and this equipment could be stored there. He said that someone needs to keep a good inventory of the equipment that is purchased and where it goes too.  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Peterson verified that the equipment from the DNRC fire grant money was to also be distributed to the outlying areas and the firemen said that was correct. Discussion followed.
Mr. Hanson said Long Run has not had an increase in their budget since 2000 and asked how he could get that increased.  Discussion followed.

Commissioner Reinhardt said that if the Commissioners agree to pay for Worker's Compensation than that amount of money will be available to Long Run so it will increase their spending by that amount. Discussion followed. 

Mr. Hanson asked if there was a way that Long Run could increase their funding through a request for a higher mill levy. 

Commissioner Reinhardt said that Long Run needs to have the request to Lynne Nyquist, Valley County Clerk and Recorder, in September to get it on the ballot.  Discussion followed.
Rob Brunelle asked how Long Run can get money added into their Capital Improvement fund.   Some different options were discussed. 

The group left the office. 

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, visited with the Commissioners about the Billingsley Road issue.

Chairman Pippin began Discussion and Decision at 2:00 p.m.

There was no public comment offered.

Chairman Pippin said that it is frustrating that the State Legislature makes this decision on the lease amount and there is no negotiation options.  This contract is effective for three years and the second year the lease rate goes down, which doesn't seem right, and by law the counties have to provide the office space for the Department of Revenue.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Reinhardt to sign the State of Montana Standard Lease Contract between the State of Montana Department of Revenue and Valley County, seconded by Commissioner Peterson and reluctantly unanimously passed, to lease 1,214 square feet of office space to the Stae of Montana Department of Revenue, effective July 1, 2013, through June 30, 2015, at the following rates:


July 1, 2013:
$10,238.88 per year - $853.24 per month - approximately $8.434 per square foot

July 1, 2014:
$  9,975.44 per year - $831.29 per month - approximately $8.217 per square foot
The next item on the agenda was the Interagency Radio Frequency Use Agreement between Valley County and the BLM for the purpose of Wildland firefighting.
Chairman Pippin said this is a renewal of this agreement that allows Valley County to be on the BLM's radio frequency for communication for firefighting purposes. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Peterson directing the Chairman to sign the Interagency Radio Frequency Use Agreement between the Department of the Interior, Bureau of Land Management (BLM) and Valley County  to allow Valley County access to BLM Radio System for joint operation or mutual aide. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Reinhardt and passed unanimously.

Commissioner Peterson said that he is still looking for an office space for the Joint Safety Coordinator in addition to a vehicle.  
Arend Collen, Kory Hofland, Tully Tyran and Conrad Peterson, all from the Helena Department of Revenue (DOR) and Allen Bunk from the Glasgow DOR joined the meeting. 

Commissioner Peterson asked the group what they would estimate to be the tax revenue if the TransCanada Keystone Pipeline was approved and constructed.  

Mr. Hofland said he has a spreadsheet that shows this value and said he would get that spreadsheet to the Commissioners.  The spreadsheet was made from information they got from an individual they have been working with from TransCanada Keystone Pipeline.  He said the information is the estimated costs which is based on the installed costs.  

Mr. Hofland said that transmission pipelines that cross county or state lines are centrally accessed property and fall under Class IX, which is taxed at 12% of the market value.  These are liquid, gas, CO2 or a finished product pipeline.  
Commissioner Reinhardt said that he wondered how come the estimates for the tax revenue on the oil pipeline coming are so much higher than the Northern Border gas pipeline that went through Valley County years ago.  

Mr. Hofland said he would guess that it was just that much cheaper to construct the gas pipeline back then, compared to current costs to construct the oil pipeline that is being proposed.  Discussion followed. 
Mr. Hofland said they estimate the tax revenue would be approximately 500 mills, $60,000,000, spread over seven counties.  He said the counties with the pump stations will get more revenue and Valley County will have one pump station.  

Commissioner Reinhardt said that Valley County was estimated to get around $12 million and Mr. Hofland said, as he recalled, thought that would be about right.   Discussion followed on the method the DOR uses to evaluate the value of the company and how it affects the tax levy.

Commissioner Peterson said that Valley County is proposed to have two man camps with 600 to 700 people in them and does that change the revenue. 
Mr. Peterson said that there is a man camp in Plentywood that houses 127 people and it is valued at $2 million dollars  He said they use the hotel/motel income approach to assess that value. 

Mr. Bunk said there has to be some construction and/or supplies in the County on January 1st to be assessed for that tax year.  Discussion followed.

Mr. Hofland said that 80% of the value in most centrally accessed industrial companies is in the personal property, like the machinery and equipment. They use replacement cost for that value.  Discussion followed.

Chairman Pippin asked if the DOR felt confident that this pipeline was going to be built.
Mr. Collen said that as long as the oil prices stay up, this project will go, even though the tar sand oil in Canada is more expensive to process in comparison to the "sweet oil" in the Bakken formation.  Discussion followed.

The group discussed the revenue from a wind farm and how that may affect a county.  

The DOR group left the office. 
Commissioner Reinhardt attended the Valley County Airport Board meeting this evening. 
The meeting was adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
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JUNE 12, 2013

The Board of County Commissioners met in regular session in the office of the Commissioners with Chairman David L. Pippin, members Bruce H. Peterson and David Reinhardt and Recording Secretary Joanne Strommen present. 

The Commissioners left the office to attend the Employee meeting from 9:00 to 9:30 a.m.

Stan Ozark, KLTZ/Mix 93, visited with Commissioner Peterson to get an update on Valley County issues. 
Mr. Ozark said that the Valley County Tourism Board had a meeting and in October they are going to hold their State annual meeting in Glasgow, and want to have a panel discussion regarding the public land issues.  They would like someone from the County and a local rancher to be on the panel with some other government entities.   
Chairman Pippin said he would line up a rancher and he would be on the panel. 

Mr. Ozark left the office. 

Ryan Schlicting, RDO, joined the meeting to discuss their bid for motor graders. 
Chairman Pippin said that the Commissioners need to decide what exactly they are considering so RDO can get the exact costs.  Some different options and the costs were discussed.

Mr. Schlicting said that John Deere's interest would be about the same as the last lease with Valley County, 2.75%.  

Commissioner Peterson said that the State INTERCAP Program is loaning at 1% right now, so Valley County may consider getting the loan from them. 

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, said he would prefer they get six, all wheel drive motor graders. 

Commissioner Peterson said that they have to remember, there are other road projects that need to be considered and the cost to do them.  He suggested they prioritize where the funds need to be used.  Discussion followed.

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, said maybe they could use some of the money left from the 6 County Funds and some of the remaining FEMA money to pay cash for one or more motor graders.  Discussion followed.
Commissioner Reinhardt said he would like them to get six, all wheel drive motor graders because the trade-in value more than pays for the difference in cost.  

Mr. Schlicting said that the all wheel drive machines cost an additional $37,500 per machine, and the trade-in value is $50,000 more than the other machines when traded back in.

Mr. Schlicting  left the office.

Commissioner Reinhardt joined the meeting.

Wayne Waarvik, Jr., Valley County Road Supervisor, visited with the Commissioners about the bids on the motor graders. 
Stan Ozark, KLTZ/Mix 93, Samar Fay, Glasgow Courier, and Harry Ratzky joined the meeting. 

Chairman Pippin asked for any public comment and there was none given. 

Chairman Pippin said that Mr. Ratzky was here for comment on the Valley County Transit's increase in rates so that will be the next item to discuss on the agenda.

Mr. Ratzky said that his intentions are to say that he has standing under the civil rights act because he is a  senior citizen and low income.  It is his contention that the fare increase is in violation of the civil rights act.  He said currently the Transit's regular fare is $1, children under 15 and senior citizens are $.75, monthly passes for a regular rider is $35, and a senior and children are $25.  The new rate increases all monthly passes to $40 for all riders.  He said this is discriminatory treatment for seniors and children. The fair increase has to be fair across the board, not making seniors and children pay more.  Also, there was no notice posted on the Transit buses or on the County bulletin board announcing the fare increase.  The only information that he received was when he read the article in the Courier.  
Mr. Ratzky said that he is submitting that this is contrary to FDA accepted procedure, which the County, and recipients of any federal funds is obligated to follow.  He said there was no chance for public input, and normally there is a 30 day time allowing for public input.  
Chairman Pippin said that the Commissioners appreciate him coming in and submitting his comments.  The Commissioners will take it under advisement and see if any action is needed. 
Mr. Ratzky said the increase is supposed to go into effect on July 1st.  He said one last item, there is a fund that the Transit has for low income people that gives the Transit a rebate every two years. He is contending that the majority of the increase load is falling on the seniors and children, and not evenly dispersed across the board for everyone.

Commissioner Peterson asked Mr. Ratzky if it was correct that he had two items of contention and that those are the increase is not fair and that the meeting, or agenda, was not a scheduled hearing with due notice. 

Mr. Ratzky verified that he was correct.

Mrs. Fay and Mr. Ozark asked for verification on the rate increases and how much the increase was per rider groups. Discussion followed.
Mr. Ozark asked who made the decision on the rate increases and it was verified that the Valley County Transit Board makes the ultimate decision.

Chairman Pippin said that if there is a problem here, than there probably wouldn't be an increase.  He said we have documentation that shows the change was printed in an article in the paper.  Chairman Pippin said that the Commissioners should have a decision by July 1st.
Mr. Ratsky asked if that meeting will be posted on the County bulletin board so he could attend.  
Chairman Pippin said if the increase is rescinded, than when he buys his pass next month he will see the change in price, and if there is a change, it will be put out to the public as soon as possible.  

Mr. Ratsky left the office. 

Mrs. Fay said that she would like a comment from the Commissioners on the Supreme Court's decision on the Bison lawsuit and also asked what is going on with the Whatley Railroad project. 
Chairman Pippin said he was very disappointed in the Supreme Court's decision.  He said Valley County joined that lawsuit due to the lack of coordination with the County.  Valley County should have been notified by the Fish Wildlife and Parks (FWP) of their action through the coordination agreement. He is not saying the County would have said no, but the FWP should have informed them before any action was taken.  
Mrs. Fay said the Supreme Court decision said that the bison are considered livestock. 

Chairman Pippin said he always contended that these bison were domesticated and should be considered livestock.  He said that this contention of coordination was never settled and he is still concerned for the local ranchers with the brucellosis contamination issue. 
Commissioner Peterson said he would visit with Mrs. Fay about the BNSF project after the agenda is completed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Valley  County that the fund balance resources of the County’s governmental and proprietary funds will be categorized as follows:

RESOURCE CATEGORIES
· Nonspendable  Resources not in spendable form (ex: inventory) or those legally required to be maintained intact (ex: principal portion of permanent trust funds)

· Restricted:  Constraint is externally imposed by third party (grantor, contributor, etc.), State Constitution or by enabling legislation by the State Legislature

· Committed :  Constraint is internally imposed by local government by resolution

· Assigned:  Constraint is internally expressed intent by government body or authorized official through budget approval process;

· Unassigned:   no constraints

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Valley County that the expenditure order of resource categories for all governmental and proprietary funds, when restricted, committed, assigned and unassigned are available, be as follows:
